Caring for pediatric patients is a specialty
and can be challenging. Obtaining vital signs
or patient assessments can be difficult at
times. The margin for error is small and errors
have greater consequences. If you are one
of many providers who feel inexperienced
with sick or injured children, you're not
alone. Resources and
d initiatives are available
to assist both you
and your agencies in
being more prepared.

At MFCH our pediatric trauma activation
criteria are based on many important factors.
These include physiologic factors, which yield
some of the most important information about
the patient’s condition. When EMS provides
this data as accurately as possible, it allows us
to begin trending a patient’s condition before
they arrive. The ability to obtain and relay at
least one set of a patient’s complete vital signs
is incredibly valuable, and depending on the
circumstances and transport time, more than
one set may be better.

Pediatric services are growing at MHRH in
association with Maria Fareri Children’s Hospital
(MFCH). Enhanced pediatric ED services and
inpatient services will help meet the healthcare
needs of local children and their families

(from birth to age 18), with pediatricians and
emergency specialists, along with pediatric
nurses who trained at MFCH. In addition, MHRH
has created a “Neighborhood,” a new pediatric
inpatient unit. Two of the inpatient rooms have
negative pressure capability, an important tool in
the COVID-19 era.
